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The Supported Child Development
Program (SCDP) supports children to
fully participate in inclusive
neighbourhood child care programs.

Child care programs include licensed
preschool, group daycare, family
child care and school age care.

SCDP serves children from birth to
age twelve, who have a
developmental delay or disability and
require extra support.

A developmental delay or disability
may affect physical, cognitive,
communicative or social, emotional,
behavioural development.

Programs are located in communities
throughout British Columbia.
